SECTION 58 –APPLICATION TO PROCURE CONTROLLING INTEREST.
· The application form (FORM 6) should be complete in three copies;

· R500-00 application fees must be paid with the Department of Economic Development & Tourism
· PART A of the application is completed by the license holder and must be signed in front of the Commissioner of Oaths by the license holder;   

· PART B of the application is completed by the proposed person and must be signed in front of the Commissioner of Oaths;

· The following must be attached with this application form:

1. The proposed person must attach a comprehensive written representation or motivation;
2. A copy of the license (FORM 3) and proof of payment to indicate whether the license is valid (FORM 15)
ANY OTHER DOCUMENTS REQUIRED TO BE ATTACHED TO THE APPLICATION
a) Sale Agreement (if the business was bought).

b) Lease agreement (if the building is leased),

c) Death Certificate & letter of executorship (if the licensee has passed on)

d) Donation Agreement (if the license is given away for free)

e) Resolution by CC/Company, ID Copy, Certificates

LODGING THE APPLICATION

The application, together with its attachments, must be submitted to the Northern Cape Liquor Board. Three copies of the application must be submitted.
