GUIDELINES ON HOW AND WHERE TO APPLY IN TERMS OF THE NORTHERN CAPE LIQUOR ACT, ACT 2 OF 2008.  

SECTION 20 – NEW APPLICATION

1. How to compile an application for the purpose of lodging.

1.1 Complete Form 1 (Application Form) in four copies;

1.2 Sign the Form 1 before the Commissioner of Oath, e.g. Police Officer, Attorneys;

1.3 Attach the following to the application form (Form 1):

· Application Fee (R500-00) receipt paid at the Department of Economic Development and Tourism
· Approved Plans of the premises 

· Photographs of the premises (if its an erected structure)

· Description of the premises in terms of the location, layout, construction, roofing, flooring, furniture, fittings and toilet facilities

· Comprehensive written representation or motivation – important aspects under this topics

· Public Interest – the need for such a business in that area;

· Proximity to school, churches, hospitals and similar businesses – indicate to the Board how close/far the business will be to these and other institutions (licensed liquor outlets) and how your business will be conducted so that it does not disturb these institutions;

·  Estimation of people who will be served by the proposed business;

· Employment and Management of the premises

· Advertisement in a local newspaper and in the provincial government gazette. [Use Form 2]

· Documentary proof of any land usage restriction applicable to the premises concerned, or the absence of such restriction. (Submission of a Zoning Certificate, Title Deed, a law, any other source, etc.) 
· The Applicants contributions of combating alcohol abuse (A motivation on how the applicant is going to assist in the reduction of alcohol abuse).

ANY OTHER DOCUMENTS REQUIRED TO BE ATTACHED TO THE APPLICATION
a) Tribal areas: Tribal Resolution, which serves as proof of permission to conduct such a business;

b) Lease agreement (if the building is leased), Resolution by CC/Company, ID Copy, Certificates

LODGING THE APPLICATION

The application, together with its attachments, must be submitted to the Northern Cape Liquor Board. Four copies of the application must be submitted.
